PARTICIPATION 

 
 

Use of the Sports Center  is open to all members 
of CCC, who have purchased a flashcard. Contin-
ued use will depend upon the individualõs willing-
ness to abide by all policies and procedures.  
Flash cards will be distributed to those 18 years of 
age and older. All children under 18 years of age 
must accompanied by an adult. No drop off’s.  
 
A flash card is required and will serve the follow-
ing purposes. The flash card serves as the way to 
enter the facility and weight room.  The card will 
also help keep the daily attendance in the Sports 
Center. The cost of the card is $5.00. Any re-
placement cards that are needed will also be a 
$5.00 charge.   
Lockup: If you are the last one leaving the facil-
ity, please make sure all doors are locked and 
lights are out.  
 
 

GUESTS AND VISITORS 
 
All members of CCC and its sponsored organiza-
tions may bring guests. All guests must fill out a 
guest card. Upward teams and spectators need 
not to fill out guest information cards.  
 
The guest must enter the facility with the member 
present. The guest must leave when the member 
leaves. The member is responsible for the con-
duct and the actions of his guest.

MODESTY AS A MODEL 
 

As we strengthen our temple (body) that God has 
blessed us with through exercise and fellowship, it 
is asked that appropriate gym attire be worn at all 
times. Clothing must be modest and in good 
taste in its appearance. Shirts must be worn at 
all times. No tank, halter or spaghetti  strap 
shirts. Loose fitting clothes must be worn at 
all times. No spandex or short-shorts are to 
be worn in the facility. Black soled shoes that 
rub off are not permitted  on the gym floors. 
 

 
STEWARDSHIP AS OUR STANDARD 
 

Crossroads has been blessed greatly with the fa-
cilities and equipment used in the programs of-
fered through the Sports Center and desires to 
retain these blessings for future use. The follow-
ing items are not allowed in the Sports Center: 
tobacco, alcohol, firearms or pets. Hanging or 
climbing on the basketball rims, nets or supports 
will not be tolerated.  
No food or open drink containers (such as 
can pop) will permitted upstairs.  

 

 
ENTRANCES AND EXITS 
 

When one comes to participate, he will be re-
quired to stay inside the facility. There will be no 
hanging around outside. 
 

Entrance and exit will be made through the main 
foyer only. All other doors are emergency exits 
only. You  may only enter the gym by using your 
flash card.. 

  

Doors must remain locked while using the    
facility.  
 

Flash card holders are not allowed to enter the day-
care  or church  at any time. They must stay in the 
Sports Center area only. 
 

WEIGHT ROOM 
 

The fitness equipment is located on the second 
floor adjacent to the walking/jogging track and 
flashcard is required to enter.  
 

The equipment is designed to improve cardiovascu-
lar endurance. 
 

No one under 14 years of age permitted into the 
weight room without adult supervision. 
 

Each piece of equipment gives specific instructions 
for proper use. Please use these machines properly. 
Do not drop machine weights. 
 

Please report  any unsafe machine use or improperly 
functioning machine to the Sports Center  staff. 
 
* Proper dress code should be followed in the 
weight room.  (Refer to Modesty as Model) 
 
WALKING/JOGGING TRACK 
 

A walking/jogging track is located on the second 
floor. Walkers should use the inside lanes and 
runners should use the  outside lanes.  
 

Racing will not be permitted. This is a conditioning 
track. 
 

Nothing may be thrown from the track to the gym 
floor or vice versa. No shooting baskets from the 
track.  
 

No sitting on or leaning over the safety rail at any 
time will be permitted. 
 
Stroller's only permitted if track is accessible and 
free from walkers and runners. 

 

Willful violations of any of the rules could lead 
to the loss of the flash card and privileges to the 
Sports Center. 
 

The Recreation Director and/or Crossroads 
Sports Center Staff will be responsible to enforce 
the rules and Christ-like conduct.  
 

Christian music will be the only music played at 
anytime in the Sports Center. 
 

Policies and procedures are subject to change as 
director sees fit.

Game room will be closed during all Upward 
games and church services.
